The Boston-based composer, Lior Navok, recently released his
debut album, “Meditations Over Shore”, off the NLP Records
label. It is a compilation of some of his best works from 1994
through 1998. | have taken the pleasure of reviewing a particu-
lar piece on the album entitled, “Remembrances of Jerusalem”,
for Guitar Solo.

“Remembrances of Jerusalem”, composed in 1995, opens with
a quiet, nostalgic prelude. A series of variations ensue, which

explore the possibilities of the theme’s motives. There is even
a brief moment of ‘tremolo’, which might remind some of us of
another similarly titled yet better-known work, “Remembrances
of the Alhambra”. Following that is the Prelude, heard again to
provide a satisfying bookend finish to the work.

The guitarist on the recording is Will Riley. The talented
Boston guitarist performed with an extreme sense of awareness
for the work’s intentions.

I highly recommend playing or listening to “Remembrances of
Jerusalem”. Although a challenging piece of music, it contains
a satisfying blend of adventure and nuance. And as for the
composer, so states the Boston Globe: “Lior Navok is clearly a
major talent who we will hear more from in coming years.”
